Transportation Information for the Hawaii Adventure
You should make flight reservations into Honolulu International Airport.  It is about 40 miles from the airport to the Makaha Resort (see information below on travel to the resort). Adventure Registration and social hour, followed by evening activities, start at the Makaha at 5:30 pm on Sunday, January 31, so be sure to allow plenty of time for travel and perhaps even arrive a day early.

• Country Express Route C Westbound to Makaha Valley Rd.-- From a Nimitz Hwy 
                       bus stop take Bus 9, 40, 42, or  60 East to Dillingham stop (ask driver)  –  
                       cross road towards mountains to bus stop on other side and pick up the 
                       Country Express C (westbound)  This bus makes few stops and will take 
                       about 1 hour.

• Route 40 Westbound to Makaha Valley Rd or Makaha Towers (catch bus outside 

                      airport at the Nimitz Hwy stop) This bus makes many stops and will take a two 
                      to three hours, but does not require the above transfer.
Driving:  To find your way from the airport to the Makaha Resort if you are renting a car and driving:

Proceed westbound form the airport (towards Pearl Harbor and Ewa, both of which you will pass – Do Not head east towards Waikiki) on the H1 Freeway; H1 will merge into Farrington Highway (93). Stay on Farrington. It is roughly 40 miles from the airport to Makaha Valley Rd. Take the right turn onto Makaha Valley Road (by the 7-Eleven store) and continue up into the valley (about 2 miles) until you reach a fork in the road. Bear left and then left again in just a few hundred yards, into the Makaha Resort & Golf Club.
