You will have to sort through the material to find some differences.  Beyond the body of the text, you can use the descriptions of “Forms of Protestantism” (pg. 387-390) but include the denomination to which the difference applies.  You can also use the “side bars” on “Emphasis on” Protestant Christianity & on Catholic Christianity.
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2. Read “Creation Care” (p. 415 as assigned). What is the Christian theology that supports environmentalism?
3.  How is this theology different from Buddhist reasoning for environmentalism?
